2. Times will be recorded with “ALGE”. Swimmers will compete in a 10-lane, 50 m swimming 

pool. 

3. Lithuanian and foreign athletes are welcome to participate in the competition (except for

5. One-start rule applies.  

6. Entries must be submitted no later than June 10, 2025, 00:00 via email: 

info@kaunasgrandprix.lt 

7. Changes/withdrawals will be accepted until 20-06-2025, 12:00. 

8. No changes will be allowed after the 20-06-2025 12:00. 

9. Each competitor must have a medical certificate confirming they are fit to compete. 

10. Teams must finalize all event entries when submitting applications – no changes allowed later. 

11. Entry fees: 

• Full competition: €25; 

• Only one event fee: €15; 

12. Fee must be paid for All registered participants. 

13. Max 4 events for 1 athlete. 

14. Participants cover their own travel, accommodation, and meals.

16.  Participation fees and fines must be paid to the designated account: 

17. If the number of participants is fewer than 400 or exceeds 700, organizers may change the 

competition format. (Max: 700 participants; Min: 400 participants) 

18. The swimming pool’s internal rules apply during the competition. 

19. The sending organization is responsible for the health and behavior of its athletes. The organizer 

is not responsible for injuries, illness, or theft. 

20. All travel and accommodation costs must be paid or covered by the sending organization or

Group III: Born 2013 girls and boys. 

Group IV: Born 2014 girls and boys. 

Group V: Born 2015 girls and boys. 

Group VI: Born 2016 and younger  

* Special Note: Athletes in 200 m Freestyle and 200 m Medley compete in an Open Class. Only the 

top 3 overall are awarded. One fastest heat only. Start lists are based on submitted qualifying times. 
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Standards and Fines: 

Fine: €15 for failing to meet the minimum time in 200 m events. 

• Standards: 

o 200 m Freestyle: 2:45.00 (boys), 3:00.00 (girls) 

o 200 m Medley: 3:00.00 (boys), 3:15.00 (girls) 

** Non-Competition Swimmers: 

Swimmers born 2010 and earlier may participate without awards.  

 1st place: Medal and prize 

 2nd–3rd places: Medals (prizes if available) 

4th place: simbolic wood medal 

 

Participants must attend the ceremony to receive awards.
